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Tips and Tricks from Model Airplane News 

HOT HINGE SLOTTER 

 

Hinges work better when the slots are right in 
the middle of the trailing edges of the control 
surfaces, but it’s sometimes tough to cut 
through the wing-sheeting glue joint to get 
them perfectly centered. An easy way to slice 
through the dried glue is to heat an old hobby
-knife blade with a propane or fireplace 
lighter. The hot blade will melt the glue 
enough to allow you to easily cut your hinge 
slots. If you need to slot solid wood, turn the 
blade around and use the thick end to burn 
through the wood. If you moisten the wood 
with some water, the blade’s heat will burn 
only where it directly contacts the wood; 
otherwise, it may scorch the surrounding 
wood.
